Library
Library is on Tuesdays with Mrs Judd. Books to be returned each week and students to supply their own library bags. 

Assembly
Primary assembly commences at 9am every Friday morning in the hall. 

Class Representative
A class representative informs parents about particular school events and helps organise other parents for whole school activities. This year there will be a fete later in the year and I would like a class representative to be able to help organise our fete stall with other class volunteers. Usually the class parent organises a rotating roster for Fete Day, helps set up and pack away our stall. There may be preparation that needs to be made in advance for the stall too.

Parent Helpers 
If you wish to volunteer to work with students in 2G or anywhere else in the school you must attend the compulsory parent induction course which is being held in the library on Friday 2nd March at 2pm. 

Crunch and Sip and Trash Free Tuesday 
Students are invited to bring in fresh fruit and vegetables to eat. They can also bring in a water bottle. Juices and cordials can be consumed at lunch or recess. Trash Free Tuesday is where students bring in lunch without any trash.eg. plastic. Children are rewarded with a Goldie.

Parent/Teacher Conferences

Parent/Teacher conferences are held in Week 9 and 10 of Term 1. This is a time to set goals with your child, have a look at some of their books and displays around the room. There will also be time to speak with the teacher. Usually a few children and parents/carers are in the room at the same time.

I have RFF on Tuesdays from 10:20am – 10:50am, 11:30pm to 1pm. During this time they will have Mrs Cleverly for Maths, Mrs Judd for Library and Mrs Bullock for Music.

Room Sign

On the outside of 2G there is a sign which tells you where we are. If we are not in our room you can find where we are by looking at the arrow. 

Home Reading/ Mathletics

Some students would have received home readers. I encourage you to listen to them read every night and sign the reading folder. I will listen to some students read every day, others varying days depending on their need and this is aligned with L3 ( Language, Literacy and Learning ) pedagogy. As with reading with your child, most books will not change every night as they are longer chapter books or factual texts. Can students have their reader at school every day as we may use them in class for reading and reading activities. Mathletics will be available for use at home and school which is included in book pack payments.

Maths

Children will be pretested in topic or strand areas and grouped within the class depending on learning needs. After 2 weeks of explicit teaching a post-test will indicate learning achieved. 

Focus this year will be on learning Multiplication Facts (times tables) and having an automatic recall of facts. This term we will also be revising all addition and subtraction facts and combination of numbers to 20.

English

Focus this term is on Persuasive and Narrative Texts and how to write Persuasive and Narrative Texts. The school focus this year is on Vocabulary and continuing on explicit teaching of Comprehension using the Super 6 strategies of Monitoring, Summarising, Visualising, Predicting, Questioning and Making Connections.  

Writing Groups

The children will be grouped according to the focus of each lesson. They will write every day. 
Reading 

Children will be reading every day in class. 
I will be encouraging all children to complete the Premier’s Reading Challenge and borrowing books from the Library. Premier’s Reading Challenge finishes in August. 

Homework

The school has a policy of no set homework, however, the children will have home readers or Maths tasks such as Mathletics at home. The policy can be found here
 http://www.kincumber-p.schools.nsw.edu.au/documents/10079662/10085935/KPS%20Homework%20Policy.pdf
NAPLAN preparation. 

Preparation will include covering questions highlighted in past papers, as reoccurring needs in teaching and learning at our school. A study of past papers and questions will assist the understanding of what the questions are asking and how to answer them correctly. Included in lessons will be questioning time to deconstruct written problems and questions and to understand what the question is asking and how to solve it.

Spelling 
We are utilising the Words Their Way program, which diagnostically tests children on their word study, vocabulary and spelling instruction. Children have word sorts that focus on a particular sound, suffix, prefix and spelling rule each week and they study the makeup of these words and their meanings.

Handwriting

The children will be learning to write using cursive (running writing) and to correctly join letters. They can obtain their Pen Licence and use pen in their books if they show competence and a neat legible handwriting style with correctly formed letters and joins. Year 3 will only use pen in their handwriting book.

MAPPEN
At KPS we use a program called MAPPEN which includes strands on History/Geography and Science. This term we will be looking at First Contacts.
Fitness/Sport

Children will participate in Fitness. Focus will be on endurance in running and fundamental skills. Impromptu movement will be incorporated into lesson breaks.

Sport is on Friday and the children will rotate around various sports with different teachers. Some sports include, cricket, basketball, tennis and Oztag.

Child Protection
The Child Protection program is a mandatory part of our student welfare policy which ensures that all children are involved in lessons appropriate to their age. This program will be taught throughout the year starting with ‘Power and Relationships.’

Creative Arts

Students will be completing visual arts linked to the theme of ‘First Contacts’ and Mrs Bullock will be taking 2G for Music this year. Drama and Dance will also be implemented during the year.

Things 2G Need
Donations of tissues and suitable magazines are much appreciated. Everything else is provided in their book pack.
YCDI and PBL
YCDI and PBL will continue in 2018. Children have lessons each week based on the five keys to success culminating in receiving either or all of their Bronze, Silver, Gold Certificates and Gold key. Children participate in lessons following the expectations of being a ‘Safe Respectful Learner’. Students receive Goldies and are rewarded at the Goldie Bank for use in the school.
